The action to be carried out concerning the present application consists in the organization of an international seminar, to be held in Majorca (Balearic Islands), from October 18 to October 24, 2009, with the name "Crossborder Doctoriales 2009" (CBD2009).

This is the first time that this event is being held in Spain. The "Crossborder Doctoriales" (CBD) were organized for the first time last year 2008 in Canet en Roussillon (France) by the Université de Perpignan Via Domitia (UPVD), extending to the international scope the successful experience gathered through several previous editions at the national level.

The "Crossborder Doctoriales 2009" (CBD2009) consist in a residential seminar aimed at preparing PhD students for the period following the presentation of the PhD thesis, thus helping young Doctorates in their process of professional insertion in public and private companies, and creating this way a bridge between Universities and companies.

The CBD are addressed to PhD students of different countries and pertaining to all academic fields, and their detailed aims are:

-To highlight the students’ potential for innovation and creativity

-To help them to become aware of the diversity of their skills

-To work in multidisciplinary and international teams

-To discover private companies, meeting their representatives

-To get information about employments for PhD graduates

-To get them to reflect upon their professional future. 

All of this is accomplished through the following five key steps:

- The collective discovery of Companies and the economic world.

- The elaboration of an "Innovative Project"  in an international and multidisciplinary  team of up to 8 PhD students.

- The information about employment for doctorates in Spain and the EU. 

- An introduction to a professional and personal project. 

- The communication through the English language,

which are currently implemented through a well defined strategy of proven effectiveness that includes, among others, elements such as: sessions with doctors employed in various professional activities; meetings with public and private Company representatives and "head-hunters"; small group (8-10 individuals) guided visits to selected companies; elaboration of an Innovative Project  in an international and multidisciplinary team; a competition for the innovative project (with a jury formed by representatives of companies, "head-hunters", professors, etc.); public presentation of the innovative projects...

The following institutions have participated in the elaboration and design of the CBD2009:  Univ. de les Illes Balears (UIB), Univ. de Barcelona (UB), Univ. de Lleida (UdL), Univ. de Girona (UdG), Univ. Politècnica de Catalunya (UPC), Univ. de Montpellier, Univ. de Toulouse, Lab. ARAGO (Univ. Paris VI) and the Univ. de Perpignan Via Domitia (UPVD), this fact will undoubtfully  strengthen  the  already existing relations in the Pyrenean-Mediterranean euro-region.
